STEP EIGHT

The Christian and Stewardship

WHAT IS A CHRISTIAN STEWARD?

Of what are we to be stewards?  A steward is "a manager or superintendent of another's household." We are stewards of all that God possesses, and His possessions include our money, our talents, our minds, our bodies and the time we live in this world.

God owns everything.  He is the creator and sustainer of the universe.  "Christ, who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature; for by Him were all things created that are in heaven and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by Him and for Him; and He is before all things and by Him all things consist" (Colossians 1:1 5-1 7).

There is just one thing that God does not, strictly speaking, own - that is, you and me.  In creating the human being He allowed us to have the moral choice of whether we would subject ourselves to Him.  Initially, all of us made the wrong choice.  "All have sinned and come short of the glory of God" (Romans 3:23).  By this choice we forfeited our love relationship with God.  But, praise be to God, we who have accepted Christ "are not our own, but are bought with a price." The price is God's Son.

A Christian steward is one who realizes that as Christians "we live, and move, and have our being" in Christ.  The Christian steward recognizes God as his preeminent master, and lives for Him.  The whole of the Christian's life - his personality, time, talent, influence, material substance, everything - is dedicated to Christ.  This is true Christian stewardship.

"Each one of us shall give account of himself to God (Romans 14:12).

"For we must all appear and be revealed as we are before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may receive [His pay] according to what he has done in the body, whether good or evil [considering what his purpose and motive have been, and what he has achieved, been busy with and given himself and his attention to accomplishing" (2 Corinthians 5:10, Amplified New Testament).

So we see that God really does own everything.  Therefore we own nothing and are only stewards of what He gives us.  God holds the key to every material and spiritual thing, and the only reason that we have had anything, or have it now, or will have it, is that God loves us enough to give it to us.
