

INTRODUCTIONS TO THE “SHARING” PORTION OF THE NIGHT’S PROGRAM
Sample a.

“Most of you have recently attended a larger dinner party where you heard a guest speaker, but because of the large group we did not have an opportunity to get to know each of you personally.

“Tonight we don’t have a guest speaker, but instead, each of us will be the speakers.  We’ll just go around the room and each take two or three minutes to tell where we are on our spiritual pilgrimage.

“Some of you may have known Christ for some time.  Some may be searching, or are just not sure where you are.  That’s okay——we’ll appreciate your openness.  Or you can just say, “I’ll pass”.)

Sample b.

“Most of you here this evening heard (a businessman) speak two weeks ago at the (country club).  You heard how one man, as he traveled on his spiritual pilgrimage, found what he feels is the real answer to life’s questions.”

“I would like to read a brief passage from an article I found in (newspaper or magazine) a while ago.  It’s about (name), a (professional).”  (Read an article that tells of a sports or public figure’s testimony.  Be sure the testimony glorifies Jesus Christ and mentions receiving Christ.)

“Tonight, rather than having brought in an outside speaker, I would like to make use of you as our speakers.  We’ll start here on my left and each of us, in turn, will take two or three minutes to explain where we are on our personal spiritual pilgrimage.  You already may have found what you believe is the answer to life.  You may still be on the way. Or you may feel that you haven’t even started.  Whatever you would like to say on the subject, you are more than welcome to state it.  Or, if you prefer, just say, ‘pass.’...John and Vickie (trained couple), why don’t you start us by sharing where you are on your spiritual pilgrimage...
