A.
Witnessing is Scriptural.  All of us have a story of our own to tell, but our personal testimony is only part of presenting Christ to people.  Read Romans 1:16.  The Gospel saves   Do we know what it includes?

B.
Assign each person one of the six sections below.  After having looked up and recorded the essence of each of these verses, the key thought should surface.  Then write a one line title to communicate the key thought, which is one of the essential facts of the Gospel.  (take 5—10 minutes)

C.
Have one person who looked up each section read the *(starred) verses from the Bible and then read their one line title that communicates the summary of all the verses.  This reveals one essential fact of the Gospel.

It provides an opportunity for a decision by including an invitation to receive Christ.

4.
The diagrams (depicting sin, the Cross, repentance) make intangible issues clear.

5.
The Four Spiritual Laws are time-tested.  Many thousands have received Christ as a result of their use.

6.
You can master the booklet.. even memorize it.  This enlarges your 11circle of confidence11 in being prepared to share your faith.

7.
The Four Laws uses important Scripture verses throughout the presentation, 14 in all.  Not using Scripture when presenting the Gospel can be compared to a soldier leaving his sword at home during the battle.

8.
It is brief enough to conserve your time and maintain their interest.

9.
It begins with a positive note: God’s love!

10.
This tool assures “transferability”.  We can share it with someone and they can immediately take it and share it with someone else.

11.
It makes the Gospel the object and removes you as the focal point of the presentation.
