

EVANGELISTIC BIBLE STUDY
1.
These should always be short-term, (4 to 6 weeks) with the hope of eventually introducing those attending to the Men’s or Women’s Large Bible Study.

2.
In the summer around a pool, or in the winter around a cozy fire, the home setting is often a good entry point for neighbors or those recently exposed to an outreach, but not ready to move ahead full speed.

3.
Guests will respond best to a personal invitation during a visit or over the telephone.  A written invitation receives the lowest response.

4.
The study should be casual, last no longer than 1 1/2 hours and include a light refreshment.

5.
Use basic materials such as the Uniqueness of Jesus or have a gifted teacher teach something basic from John or an Epistle, with plenty of freedom and time for questions and discussion.

6.
At the conclusion of each session, give a brief capsule of the Gospel, quoting one or two verses to help explain receiving Christ, such as John 1:12, Rev. 3:20, Acts 4:12 or John 3:16.

7.       Close the time with a “pray-with-me-prayer” such as the prayer of

invitation in the Four Spiritual Laws Booklet.  (You may actually

choose to read The Fours Laws at the last study, so they will have a

copy.)
